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Nelson Youth Centres 

is an accredited  Chil-

dren’s Mental Health

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Research tells us that one in five children in Ontario have 
mental health needs. Although the Nelson Youth Centres 
is one of the smaller accredited children’s mental health 
agencies, we pride ourselves on delivering programs of 
high quality that meet best practice standards, that are  
tracking the success rates of the children that are treated, 
that work closely with parents, schools and other commu-
nity agencies and when possible, expanding the number of 
children that we serve. 

 

We have broadened and strengthened our community part-
nerships this year.  We have continued with our “Over 15” 
program in Aldershot and Acton and our day program 
partnering with the Halton Children’s Aid Society, local 
school boards and Halton Child and Youth Services.  We 
have expanded our After-School Treatment Program into 
Oakville using the RiverOaks Community Church as our 
location.  This makes access to our program easier for par-
ents who find transportation a challenge. We have worked 
collaboratively with the other children’s mental health 
centres in our community, with hospital-based services 
and with the Region of Halton to prioritize needs and 
funding. Last year we received additional dollars from the 
Centre for Excellence for Children’s Mental Health and 
those monies have enabled us to enhance our evaluation 
tools to measure program effectiveness. 

 

We cannot improve and expand our programs without in-
creased financial support. Once again, our donors and 
community partners have been generous.  In particular, we 
would like to thank the continued support of the United 
Way of Burlington & Greater Hamilton, the United Way 
of Oakville and the Ontario Trillium Foundation without 
whom we would not be able to operate.  We were also 
elated last summer to receive a $25,000 donation from the 
Top of the World expedition to the North Pole. Our 
neighbours,  the students of Nelson High School, donated 
their December Charity Month funds to the Centre this 
year. – an amazing contribution of nearly $9 000.  As well, 
our Board of Directors has successfully embarked on some 
great fundraising initiatives.  In the winter, we held a Con-
cert at the Oakville Centre and then in the spring we 
worked with many of the downtown Burlington merchants 
to present our 3rd Annual Fashion Show called 
“Inspirations of Spring”.  This was a very exciting and 

successful evening that not only raised $17 000 but also 
shared with over 200 people, the important role that The 
Nelson Youth Centres plays in our community. We must 
continue to advocate to the Ministry of Child and Youth 
Services for increased base funding for children’s mental 
health programs. 

 

In order to deliver programs with impact, it is essential to 
have staff of the highest caliber. Our staff at the Nelson 
Youth Centres are second 
to none, with those in our 
leadership roles serving this 
agency for close to 15 
years.  I thank them, on 
behalf of the Board but 
most especially the chil-
dren, for their commitment 
and their continued efforts 
to learn and provide the 
best possible intervention.  Thank you also to Cindy 
McClure, our Executive Director who is a whiz when it 
comes to managing resources and finding new ways to 
create significant opportunities. 

 

I would also like to thank our Board of Directors for their 
strong leadership and belief in the need to provide services 
for children and youth.  In particular, I wish to thank Mar-
tin Venema for the personal support he has provided as 
Vice Chair,  Ruth Davis, Secretary/Treasurer who contin-
ues to provide the specific financial data we need to make 
good decisions and Diane Peller who co-chaired our fund-
raiser.   I also wish to thank those that volunteer countless 
hours to keep our facility and computer systems in their 
excellent condition - John Zinkie and Doug Mc Cann.

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Nelson Youth Centres has provided 
service to 205 children and 169 par-
ents this fiscal year.   We have also 
seen an increase in the number of 
referrals from Oakville. This, in part, 
is due to our expansion into Oakville  
with an After-School Treatment Pro-
gram.   We are currently looking to 

find different ways to better support 
families living in Oakville and North 
Halton  
 
The After-School Treatment Program 
operates 6 groups at the Centre for 
children from the ages of 7 to 14. The 
highest percent of our referrals 
comes from children between the 
ages of 10 and 14. The social/
emotional issues presented by these 
children challenged both schools and 
parents. The majority of the children 
referred had significant social deficit 
along with either a learning disability 
and/or school behavioral issue.  The 
education support and learning 
strategies are a major focus in the 
treatment of these children and 
youth.   We work closely to enhance 
the communication between the Cen-
tre, teachers and families to advocate 
for both children and families.  The 
After School Treatment Program ex-
panded to Oakville and provides a 
program for children between the 
ages of 8 and 10. The program oper-
ates out of the RiverOaks Community 
Church. Families and children have 
embraced this program.  It offers a 
warm and welcoming environment 
with the same nurturing therapeutic 
programming offered at the Centre. 
We are looking forward to continuing 
this service in the fall with the support 

of the community and the RiverOaks 
Community Church. 
 
Resource information which ad-
dresses social/emotional and learn-
ing issues are readily available to 
parent through our expanded library.   
 
Volunteers from the community and 
students from Mohawk Community 
Colleges enhance our programming 
for children, youth and their families. 
 
In January 2006 the Centre  part-
nered with Halton Children’s Aid So-
ciety and Halton Child and Youth 
Services through an Ontario Trillium 
Foundation Grant.  The grant was 
used to establish a half day treatment 
program for children between the 
ages of 7-11 who were at risk of go-
ing into care and had significant is-
sues in the school setting, often re-
sulting in school suspension.   This 
pilot program will be coming to a 
close in June 2007. The program has 
been successful and our preliminary 
evaluation indicates that the children 
who participated improved in the so-
cial skills area and had more positive 
experiences when they were back in 
the school setting. Nelson Youth 
Centres will continue this program in 
the fall as part of it’s ongoing pro-
gramming. 
 
The community based After School 
Treatment Program for youth be-
tween the ages of 15-17 provides 
services in both Acton and Aldershot.  
The focus of the program in Acton 
has been on helping the youth with 
self awareness, self esteem and risk 
taking.  The clients learn to construc-
tively cope with the stressor they en-
counter through active participation in 
the community events and with con-
tinued support from the Oakville 
YMCA.  The Aldershot group was 
composed of all girls this year. The 
therapeutic approach focused on in-
dividual goals and assisted the girls 
to develop effective life and social 

skills that emphazised inclusion and so-
cialization. The focus was on creative 
healthy lifestyle choices with attention to 
physical and emotional needs.  Both Ac-
ton  and Aldershot youth will be teaming 
up together this summer to enjoy fun in 
the sun and a trip to Rockwood conser-
vation area.   

 
The Saturday Social Skills Program is 
provided in partnership with Woodview 
Children’s Centre.  It provides support to 
children with Pervasive Development 
Disorder (form of Autism) and their fami-
lies.   These children participate in a spir-
ited, enthusiastic and adventure filled 
day.  The main focus is social skills de-
velopment which combines recreational 
activities and the individual children’s 
goals through themes.  This year, 
themes include “All About Me”, “Friends 
For You And Me”, and “Crazy Olympics”. 
 
Recently we invited the mothers to a 
Mother’s Day Tea. The children enter-
tained with songs and presented their 
mother to the group.  Our feedback from 
parents was positive and many com-
mented on the ability of their children to 
use their newly acquired social skills.  
The program operates for a full day and 
is offered four times a year, including 
three 8-week sessions on Saturdays and  
an intensive summer adventure camp  
program in July and August.

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Initiated by the Outreach Committee of Port Nelson 
United Church, a youth program was developed in the 
late 1970’s to address problematic adolescent behav-
iours.  Through this program, support was provided to 
youth and families who experienced behaviour problems. 

 

Together with Ron Coupland of the Halton Children’s Aid 
Society, Judge James Fuller of Halton Family Court, Bur-
lington Regional Councillor David Coons, and others in 
the community, a project was designed to teach youth 
responsible behaviour, and to provide individual and 
group counselling. 

 

After school support programs were provided in a safe 
and supportive setting.  Parent programs and parent 
support groups, operating in conjunction with the after 
school programs proved indispensable in providing 
parents with effective child management techniques. 

 

Nelson Youth Centres opened in 1978 to meet the 
needs of youth in Halton.  It is located in a converted 
farmhouse owned by the City of Burlington.  Since its’ 
inception, the Nelson Youth Centres has grown in re-
sponse to the needs of its community: 

 

Some Of Our Highlights 
The renovation of the basement was completed in 1995 
to better accommodate programs. 

 

Nelson Youth Club was established in 1998, for 8 and 9 
year olds, following the successful “Be A Shining Light ” 
campaign. 

 

The Nelson Youth Centres doubled the size and ca-
pacity of the facility during 1998’s “Branching Out” 
Capital Campaign. 

 

“Maximizing the Potential ” community campaign was 
completed in 1999 and it resulted in a significant pro-
gram expansion to meet the growing needs of the 
community. 

 

Formation of an Endowment Fund in 2000 helped to 
sustain financial viability of NYC and the fulfillment of 
its’ mission. 

In 2003, Nelson Youth Centres became an accredited 
Children’s Mental Health Centre through Children’s Mental 
Health, Ontario. 

 

In 2005 Nelson Youth Centres expanded to include youth 
between the ages of 15 and 17. The Centre now operates 
two community based programs for youth, one in Burling-
ton and the other in Acton. 

In 2006/07 Nelson Youth Centres expanded its community 
based programming to include an off site location in Oak-
ville for another After School Treatment Program. The 
Centre also piloted a 1/2 day program for children with 
severe mental health issues and will continue the program 
in the fall of 2007.
